On Wednesday Novembel'4Jack Pitt, Kendall, Petrea, Tamsin Meyers and myself went to the
Lock Ambulance StatioWe were given a tour by a volunteer ambulance offidraham Spiers.

First, we had a look at the ambulance, and were shown all the radios, stretcherriltebb and
heart monitor and lot more.

After that, we learnt what happens in a muttar accident with only two volunteers on the scene.

One person stays in the ambulance and keeps in contact with EOC (Emergency Operation Centre)
while the other volunger called a Clinician goes round to all the patients to check their ABC and for
injuries. They are numbered-3, or deceasedNumber 1 being most critical and number 3 being

able to walk.

Finally, we had a look at the storg
room and the training room.
Traning night is once a fortnight
and they focus on one particular
topic, e.g.resuscitation,
amputations and haemohages
and bronchospasm (asthma).

It was very interesting and

well worth going.

Butternut Snap Rudolph Chocolate Tarts

Ingredients:

250gm packet Arnott's Butternusnap Cookies
65gm unsalted Butter, chopped

1/3 cup Cream

200g m ilk choc or dark Chocolate, chopped
10 Vanilla Marshmallows, halved horizontally
2 tablespoonsVanilla "readymade" Frosting

20 Jaffas

20 mini Vanilla Marshmallows, halved crossways
Rich Chocolate Fudge "writing" Icing

40 mini Star Pretzels

Preheat oven to 180°C (160°C-fanced). Place 1 biscuit ovexach hole of a 1-hole,1 1/2 tablespoorcapacity
round-based tartlet tin.  Bake f@&3 minutes or until soft. Remove from oven. Using a small ladle or a lime,
carefully press softened biscuits into tin to mould into a cup shape. Allow to cBa&move from tin and transfer to
serving plate. Repeat with remaining bisdsi

Place butter, cream and chocolate in a saucepan over very low heat.  Stir constantly for 7 minutes or until melted and
smooth.  Pour into a clean, dry bowl and refrigerate for 20 minutes or until cool, but not set.

Fill biscuit cases withHeaped teaspoon of chocolate mixture.  Place in refrigerator forZB0minutes or until set.

Using the picture as a guide, gently press 1 marshmallow halgidatdown into each tartlet. Attach 1 affa to each
marshmallow with readynade frosing to form a nose, then attach 2 mini marshmallow halves above nossjdritup,
to form eyes.  Use a drop of writing icing to form pupils.  Cut pretzels in half to form antler shapes. PRi&za 2
pieces above eyegress to secure.  Ser
